“I belong to Scheduled tribes community families of our community live in this village, and others are belonging to high caste families that are affluent and dominant castes in the village. Due to caste discrimination, the challenge we faced is that we are not allowed to government hospital in our village. 
Malnutrition is common among the women in the villages.  Many women are found to be suffering from anemia. Many deliveries take place in the home situation and in the hands of untrained traditional birth attendants or by relatives. The health seeking behavior of women is so poor that they postpone seeking qualified medical help until they become seriously ill and are bedridden.  
In our village The diseases that will be spread will include Malnutrition, Reproductive tract  Infections, tuberculosis, communicable diseases, Personal hygiene, Hypertension, leprosy, filariasis (elephantiasis) and Covid 19 / Corona , BOSS NGO have conducted the Rural women health status analysis and education on our village .The program included  health consultation with health awareness education and causation, spread, early signs and symptoms, availability of treatment facilities, cost factor et.
