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	Vimukthi has contact with 20-25 youth volunteers who are either studying in colleges or college dropout. On a bye monthly basis these Youths are meeting at Dhamma and  they are trained in peace buidling process.

More than one thousand one hundred children and teachers have participated in the programms and have expressed communal harmony through different activities. 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	A three days interfaith experience sharing workshop was conducted by MM at Bangalore, which was facilitated by Ton and Christy for MM partners and associates. Young girls and boys from 5 schools and colleges been exposed to Dhamma Eco-sanctuary where organic farming, agriculture pond, vermicompost, check-dam been promoted and thousands of birds, animals, human being, creatures are living together.

800 Kilos of vermicompost manure was produced during the period and the manure has  been used for vegetable garden, fruit and medicinal plants in the campus. 

On 28.10.2022 8 selected farmers from 5 villages were taken for an exposure to different organic farm including Dhamma and agriculture office to learn the natural farming and organic farming and the kind of support extended from the department.(from Tamatkal, MK Hatti, Gulayanahatti, Giddapura villages) 
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Farmers interacting with Vishwa Sagar and with farm owners at different filed including the Dragan fruit and other farms.
