1. There has been increase in participation in Communal harmony meetings/seminars and celebration of solidarity festival.
2. Women Self Help groups which were engaged in financial and economic issues are now have started talking about communal harmony and peace promotion. 
3. There has been very good response from children and youth for communal harmony through participation in sports, cultural show, folk art, debate
4. Dalith, Tribal, Nomadic and Muslim leaders are showing commitment for coming together and prevent communal tensions, conflicts in the area. 
5. Our entire team, Volunteers, leaders from women and Children group are committed themselves for Religious and communal harmony.
6. New songs, audio-video, folk art, peace promotion pamphlets and other useful and effective peace promotion education materials (IEC) have been produced by the organisation and these are effectively used in creating awareness on peace. 
7. Due to continued struggles and campaign in peaceful manner, the nomadic families in two villages who never had proper housing and sanitation, have been allotted land and layout and levelling of land has been began at the cost of government, with investing about 10 million Indian money to begin.

Finally it was agreed by the higher caste that they will allow the Daliths to public places like temple, tea shops, public water system.

As the culprit and victim belong to the same community and poor, the matter was discussed in peace committee, in the presence of Field Organizer Mr. Gururaj. Over 2-3 such meeting, the peace committee influenced both the party to go for peaceful negotiation and as a result, both the party have applied for compromise in the court and waiting for the dismissal  of the case.

	Dadapeer, a muslim person, who was a rag picker use to consume alcohall and pick up quarrel with his wife and use to beat brutally. This was brought to the notice of Beebijan , the Volunteer and a meeting was held with the peace committee members. The PC members like Suban sab, Lokesh, Mahatesh, Ratnamma, Mureugesh had lengtgvy dialogue with the Dadaper and adviced him to live in peace with the rest of the family and the committee took a written agreement from him in this regard. 
On 8.10.2021 a peace committee was organized at Veerammanahalli village there was a fight between ST and Lambani community and police case was lodged against both the particies. Mr. Roopa Naik from Vimukthi and Mr. Arun Kumar the president of District peace committee 



Mr. Kumar and Gururaj the field staff discussing with a group of 2 Nomadic families, at Devarahalli village, over an issue on rift/conflict /rivalry happened on celebration of local festival  and case was pending in court.  Both the families being poor and living in huts and were victims of circumstances , but had spent lot of hard earned money for legal battle, after series of meeting with the family leaders, the rift has been solved through negotiation and compromises and case was withdrawn. 
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	9. Counselling and advocacy service for victims of various conflicts by intervention of free legal aid service and other counselling service 
	 Submission of a petition to Superintendent of police, along with the parents of victim of rape and murder, demanding for immediate arrest and justice to the victim of the family. As a pressure built by the organization  and other forum, the culprit was arrested within 4 days of the incident.

A lady called Supriya, ST caste, aged 26 years(Diverse)  had fallen love with an inter-caste minor boy Chandrashekar of Seebara village, belong to SC community(20 years) and they had ran away to an unknown place, for 4 months.  This had created tension and conflict between the two families and the mother of the boy had lodged a missing case in the police station. Mother approached us for help in tracing the boy and girl and settled the issue. 
Gururaj the MMM project field staff along with the mother, through reliable information traced them, at Kolar and brought them to Vimukthi office. Both the boy and lady had lived together and wanted to marry officially and continue relationship. But, mother and the relatives firmly opposed for the marriage. After verification of the records, it was found that the boy’s age is 20 years and according to law he his minor and if it comes to the notice of police/court, both will end in trouble. We explained the consequences and counseled them to wait till the boy completes the 21 years and if still they wish to marry, they can do so.

	The Tahashildhar and Panchayat development officer being taken to the spot where land dispute is pending for several years and a meeting was held with the two community (Mundala and Dombidasa) Due to non cooperation, hate and ego the dispute was pending for several years in the high court.

On 30.11.2021 village level  meeting was conducted with the Nomadic community on the issues and challenges that they are facing in relation to mobilization of basic amenities. As a follow up on the same day afternoon hours vimukthi took an appointment with the  Deputy commissioner and CEO of Zilla panchayat, met the officers along with the leaders from the community and updated on the issues. The officers have assured of taking up development work on the land allotted to Namadic and provide basic amenities requested. 
6.12.21 Haliyur and Chitralli village meeting was held for preparing memorandum and to submit it to CEO and DC.
21.12.21 at Nayakanahatti and Devarahalli village meetings were held on the issues of the people, memorandum was prepared and submitted it to GP and Pattan Panchayat.

Particularly in one of the village, in Challakere, were untouchability was practiced (not allowing Dalith to enter in to public places like temple, hotels etc) , the issue was effectively resolved by involving District administration, social welfare department through negotiation and peace process.

On 3.6.2021 a Covid-10 Carona virus awareness was conducted at Sulepete in a Anganawadi for mothers and young girls (15 members) . Similar orientation was conducted on 7.6.21 at Jattur village (20 members)  In both the village Asha health worker, Anganavadi teacher and Surekha oriented the participants
6 young girls who are malnourished and belong to poor families were given  fruits and eggs mobilized from local donors. 

On   09/06/2021 a Zoom meeting was Held,  to share and discuss on the following  Agendas: 
1. Progress and problems in conducting SHG meetings and Savings due to lockdown
2. Impact analysis of situation due to Corona virus and lockdown, among SHGs and in the area. 
3. Support: medical, ration kit and other served by the Government, private institution and individual donors. 
4. It was facilitated by Mrs. Annapurna and supported by Vimukthi staff and volunteers of Chitradurga and Chincholi block 
5. Participants like Mrs. Kumaramma, amrutha from uchangi yallammadevi SHG, kavitha and Lakshmidevi  from Kanivemaramma SHg, Gowthami and sumithra from Chamundeshwari SHG, Venkatamma and ramakka from nayakanahatti Maheshwari SHG, Nagarthamma and Lakshmi devi karibasveshwara, Gangamma and Savithramma from Chowdeshwari, Kamalamma, Jyothi from Devarahalli Thuppadamma SHG, Susheelamma, nagarthna from MK.Hatti Sahasi, Narasamma, Vijayamma from vijyanagara BHuvaneshwari SHG, Pavana and Pallavi from maruthinagara Mahalakshmi SHG, Nagamma and gangamma from Medhehalli Gangadevi SHG were actively participated. 
6. All the participants shared that due to lockdown and fear factor women are not coming for the meeting and saving is not taking place. However, in two places (Maruthinagara and Nayakanahatti) meetings and saving is continuing as they do not have issues with Covid-19 2nd wave
7. All the participants shared that due to lockdown they have lost their daily labor/work/business and it has become hard time for their sustenance. On the other hand , no government and private agencies  have comeforward to their rescue. 
8. A memorandum was prepared on the basis of the zoom meeting by Vimukthi demanding for the ration kit and medical assistance . As a result local government took step to provide ration kit at Nayakanahatti, Medehalli, Haliyur. 

Further, based on the demand expressed in the zoom meeting by the project women, Vimukthi took initiative of distributing ration kit (protein dry ration) to Post Natal and Pregnant    mothers in selected villages/slums and distributed the same On 23/06/2021 , under existing grant of OHI for 61 mothers as following: 
1. Chikkapura Gollarahatti (11)-Backward section women
2. Ashraya Badavane/ colony (07) Dalith and muslim ladies
3. Maruthinagara (30)-Muslim and Hindhu
4. Kyasapura (13)-Dalith women

On 21.6.2021, on the eve of International yoga day, a yoga session was held at Gowtama Budha school, Sulepete by Surekha and in 5 places in Chitradurga , focusing the physical and mental wellbeing of the participants, particularly in Covid-19  pandemic period.  

On 14.7.2021,  four multiple disabled children from MK Hatti and Malappanahatti village,  along with parents were taken to government Hospital for medical checkup and treatment. Project proposal submitted to Open Hands India-United Kingdom
for the  period April 2022 to March 2023 
and promgram impact of 2021-22

Working area and Rationale  

A. New Initiative 
Over the last 3 years we have selected 4 villages and 4 slums belonging to  Nomadic and semi Nomadic communities in Chitradurga district who are residing in temporary sheds over 15-20 years, without a proper house, electricity, drinking water, drainage,  and other amenities. Apart from this, most of the families are engaged in rag picking, begging, fortune telling, petty business and other small occupations, which are hardly fetching any income. Over the last 2 years Vimukthi has intervened  in dialoguing with the community, promoting women and men self help groups (they had never tried in the past) saving and credit activities, enrolling children to schools and hostels, conducting informal learning centers for children in evening hours with the help of volunteers ( in two places) 

We are also closely working with the local government in mobilizing above facilities for the nomads and Semi Nomads. But, so for except drinking water facility for 2 villages, none of the other facilities have been ensured by the government, due to negligence and other reasons. Hence, the campaign, advocacy, lobbying needs to be continued. To a certain extended we have succeeded in enrolling 75 % of children of these families in to the mainstream schools, in the midst of pandemic. Further, we have influenced women folk from this community to form themselves in to self help groups and so for we have formed 12 self help groups, including 2 men groups and they have started savings, internal lending. As they are nomadic and living in temporary tents, none of the commercial banks are coming forward to provide bank loan, fearing that they may not repay the loan amount and moreover, they do not have adequate source of income to repay. 

Hence, here is a genuine request from the groups to support them at this crucial juncture, with some revolving grants to take up petty business like buying and selling stationary materials, rearing country chicken, sheep and goats, in which they have some experience. The small amount of Rs.1000 for buying country chicken( 6 Groups x 5 persons:30 members) Rs.3000 for sheep/goat (6 groups x 5 persons:30 members)  and Rs.1000 for petty business( 4 groups x 5 members:20 members) , altogether proposed for 80 women) The amount given as revolving grants  to each beneficiary, will be returned over a period of 6 months to the organization, and the loan returned will be used for next batch of beneficiaries. This enables the groups to learn thrift and credit management, improve their business skill and economic condition and influence the mainstream banks and other financial institutions to come forward to provide loans and other input.

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B. Continuation project with Specially challenged children

There are about 94 children in Chitradurga block and 62 children in Chincholi block, who are specially challenged, including physically handicap, speech and hearing impaired, visually challenged, mentally retorted, multiple disabled and other form of disabilities. 

In the previous year Vimukthui has conducted number of  activities in both the clusters, and has assisted all these children in different form like , physiotherapy for multiple disabled including physically handicap, referral service for all forms of children at local and district hospitals, medical check-up and treatment camp at Dhamma in Chitradurga and at local and taluk level hospitals in both the places, distribution of Ayurveda medicines for various form of disabilities at family level and at Dhamma  camp, mobilizing government facilities like handicap pensions, getting medical certificate, tricycles, scooters, enrollment to mainstream schools and special schools, counseling service to parents.  All these has created a hope in the life of children, there is steady improvement in physical and mental health of the children, social acceptance in the communities. 

The service and empowerment program provided by Vimukthi to specially challenged in both the clusters have been appreciated by the parents, children, communities and various government departments.  Further, there is a demand from the parents and the community to continue the service and hence, the program will continue in the year 2022-23. Rescue and rehabilitations of children with disabilities:
1. Medical camp and referral service for poor and needy children with disabilities (Chitradurga and Chincholi)

C. Health, education and skill empowerment of youth (teen age girls):
As per our experience, 50 % of girls at schools level and 75 % at Pre-university level are dropping out from studies, due to fail in exams, lack of support from parents for higher studies, child marriage and lack of knowledge on career guidance (not knowing what subject/course that they could opt after 10th or 12th standard. Hence, empowerment, Career guidance and counseling to Girls of 10th, 11th, 12th standard is essential. 
Further, a majority of girls, particularly from poor socio-economic situation are facing various kinds’ of psychological and physical problems, which are a hinder in their career and social life. Due to rigid social and religious customs and practices, majority of girls are not given orientation/training on personal hygiene and as a result, they are at a risk, facing various kinds of stress and diseases. 
During the year 2021-22 we have conducted career guidance for 50 girls in Chitradurga, at Dhamma and personal hygiene training in 10 schools in Chitradurga and 10 schools in Chincholi with the help of external resource persons and local health educator and Vimukthi women staff. This has contributed a lot in the life of teen age girls and there is a demand for the continuation. 
This year we have come up with training materials like audio, video and training manual on career guidance and personal hygiene.   We propose to undertake these activities in selected schools and colleges, as listed below:


Proposed programs: 
6. Health education and personal counseling on personal hygiene for teen age girls (in Schools and PU colleges) 
7. Career guidance to continue higher education to acquire adequate knowledge on right education.

Here in Dhamma thousands of different plants, hundreds of domestic and wild animals and birds have taken shelter and are living in harmony,  agriculture pond, stream, Vermicompost, millet plats, meditation centre are the centre of attraction and learning on organic and sustainable agriculture, horticulture, preservation and protection of land, water, plants and animals. 
During the project period, Vimukthi both in Chitradurga and Chincholi has conducted training/orientations in schools and community on protection of eco system, promotion of organic farming, production and consumption of millets and so on. 
We propose to continue the following activities for the year 2022-23 as following: 
6. Awareness on issues and responsibilities pertaining to Eco-system for youth in schools, colleges and communities.
7. Eco –friendly activities on Dhamma land (cultivating fruit and forest plants, improving fertility of the land, bore well re-charge, caring and rearing domestic and wild animals and birds, and other related)
